2. Close supervision is necessary when this appliance is used by, on, or near
children or individuals with certain disabilities.
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Please do not allow unsupervised children to clean or maintain this product.

Please do not use this product as a toy. Please supervise children and ensure
they stay away from this product; closely monitor when children are using or
near it.

Use this appliance only for its intended use as described in this manual. Do
not use attachments not recommended by the manufacturer.

Never operate this appliance if it has a damaged cord or plug, if it is not
working properly, or if it has been dropped, damaged, or dropped into water.

Keep the cord away from heated surfaces, do not wrap the cord around the
appliance.

Never block the air openings of the appliance or place it on a soft surface,
such as a bed or couch, where the air openings may be blocked. Keep the air
openings free of lint, hair, and the like.

Never use while sleeping.

10. Never insert any object into any opening or hose.

11. Do not use outdoors or operate where aerosol (spray) products are being

used or where oxygen is being administered.

12. Do not use an extension cord with this appliance.

13. Do not direct hot air toward eyes or other heat-sensitive areas.

14. Nozzles may be hot during use. Do not touch it with your hands, otherwise it

may cause burns, allow them to cool before handling.

15. Do not place appliance on any surface while it is operating.

16. While using the appliance, keep your hair away from the air inlets.

17. Do not use universal plugs or other voltage converters to operate the

product to avoid danger.
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Warning
Power Cord & Plug

. Do not plug or unplug the power cord with wet hands, as this may result in
electric shocks and injuries.

. When the appliance is used in a bathroom, unplug it after use since the
proximity of water presents a hazard even when the appliance is switched off;
for additional protection, the installation of a residual current device (RCD)
having a rated residual operating current not exceeding 30mA is advisable in
the electrical circuit supplying the bathroom.

. For the hair dryer, it is required to use the standard power socket and check
the output voltage of the socket. The hair dryer and other electrical appliances
should be used separately.

. Fully plug in the power plug. Only use power outlets, do not use extension
cords, as this may result in electric shocks and cause fires due to a short
circuit.

. Do not use the appliance if the plug is loose in the socket as this may cause
burns, electric shocks, or cause fire due to a short circuit.

. Do not use the power cord or plug if it is damaged or overheated, as this may
cause burns, electric shocks, or cause fire due to a short circuit.

. Do not use the power cord when it is wrapped, as this may result in electric

shocks and cause fire due to a short circuit.

Do not damage, modify, vigorously bend, pull, twist, place heavy objects on,

or squeeze the power cord. These actions may result in electric shocks or

cause fire due to a short circuit.
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9. If the air intake or air outlet is blocked during the process of using, the
machine may not work. In such case, please stop using immediately, cut off
the power, unplug, and remove the blockage of the air inlet or air outlet.
Please use the appliance after cooling for a few minutes. If failing to resume
normal work while connecting the power again, please contact our customer
support for further help.

10. Upon completion of usage or in the case of power outage during usage, it is
required to unplug from the socket. While unplugging, it is required to hold
the plug and pull out of the socket. Do not pull the power too hard to avoid
fire hazard, scald, short circuit or electric shock accidents.
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. If the power cord or plug is damaged, stop using the appliance immediately
and contact a professional repair center for repairing or replacing.

12. To avoid the danger caused by the false reset of the electrical leakage circuit
breaker (ALCI), the hair dryer cannot be powered by an external switching
device, such as a timer or connected to a circuit that is regularly turned on
and off by a general-purpose component.

Usage & Storage

. Do not use the hair dryer near the bathtub with water, shower, wash basin, or
other vessels.

It is prohibited to use while taking a bath or a shower.
Do not submerge the hair dryer in water.

Do not use this hair dryer in humid environments.
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Keep the hair dryer dry, otherwise, it may result in electric shocks or cause
fires due to a short circuit.
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. The nozzle and attachments contain magnets. Keep them away from
pacemakers, defibrillators, credit cards and electronic equipment that may
interfere with it.
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. Never block the air openings of the hair dryer to avoid fire hazards.
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. Do not use the appliance when the air intake is damaged, otherwise, your hair
may get caught in the air intake and cause damage to the hair.
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Please be careful not to get the hair caught in the air inlet during the process
of using. Do not insert the foreign objects into the air outlet and air inlet, or it
will lead to the machine breakdown or electric shock.

10. Do not store the appliance in a highly humid place, as this may result in
electric shocks or cause fires due to a short circuit.

11. Do not store the appliance within the reach of children, as this may result in
electric shocks and injuries.

12. Do not repair, disassemble, or modify this product on your own, as it may
cause injury or fire due to abnormal operation.

Attentions

. Please stop using immediately if the appliance is running intermittently. If the
wind often gets cold while using the hot wind, or if sparks or redness appears
inside the hair dryer, stop using it immediately.
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. Avoid dropping the appliance or letting the appliance be hit heavily.
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. If the appliance is damaged, do not touch any internal parts to avoid electric
shock.
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. Keep the cable away from heated surfaces and do not wrap the cable around
the appliance.
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Maintenance
. When cleaning, make sure that it is turned off and the power cord is
unplugged.

. Please use a towel, cotton swab, or brush to remove dust from the air intake
and air outlet regularly.

To avoid damaging the appliance, do not press or rub your fingernails or sharp
objects into the air intake or air outlet.

Do not use alcohol, nail polish remover or detergent to clean the appliance, as
they may cause malfunctions, racking, or fading.

This appliance is not waterproof. Do not clean the appliance with water or
place it in humid environments.

Clean the power cord and plug regularly with the cloth.

Keep all intake openings clear of dust accumulation. Clean dust on the nozzle
and air openings regularly.

Troubleshooting

. Airflow become small or overheated

Changes in airflow or aerodynamics, blocked airflow, overheating, or visible
buildup on the back of your hairdryer are signs that your hairdryer needs
cleaning. It is recommended that you to initiate self-cleaning, please hold the
speed button for 5 seconds while the product is powered but not turned on or
use the brush included in the package to clean the back of the hair dryer.

. Fluctuations of electric current or short circuits when using ALCI

This appliance is provided with an appliance leakage circuit interrupter (ALCI)
safety device built into the plug. This device is designed to make the unit
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inoperable under some abnormal conditions.

Should the ALCI safety device trips (i.e., reset button pops out) during use,
press the reset button. Should the hair dryer fail to reset, check the ALCI
safety device and make sure if there are no other applianced used in the room.
Do not use an extension cord.

The hair dryer is overheated or turned off automatically

The hair dryer has a safety feature that automatically powers off when it
overheats. If the hair dryer powers off automatically, unplug the cord and allow
it to cool down for several minutes or switch to cool temperature. Keep all
intake openings clear of dust accumulation. It is recommended that you use
the brush included in the package to clean the back of the hair dryer.

This device complies with Part 15 of the FCC Rules. Operation is subject to the
following two conditions:(1) this device may not cause harmful interference, and
(2) this device must accept any interference received, including interference that

may cause undesired operation.
